The objective of this research was to study the effect of English camp activities to
enhance communicative English speaking ability of Mattayomsuksa 3 students of Princess
Chulabhorn’s College Chonburi.

The samples of this study were 30 secondary Mattayomsuksa 3 students of Princess
Chulabhorn’s College Chonburi. The experiment was conducted during February 17-19,
2011,

The instruments used to collect the data included the package of English language
camp activities, the pre-test and the post-test of communicative English speaking, and the
questionnaires to survey the opinion of students and teachers concerning English camp
activities. The data collected were statistically analyzed by mean scores, standard deviation
and t-test for dependent samples.

The result of the study showed that after the use of English camp activities, there
was a significant increase in the students’ communicative English speaking ability at the
significant level of .01 . The opinion of the students and the teachers who participated in
English camp activities was that English camp activities were suitable to enhance students’
communicative English speaking ability. The students’ communicative English speaking

ability was improved.
