The purpose of this research was to study the needs and motivation of foreign
teachers in Phuket to learn the Thai language. The data was collected from 100 samples.

The results of this research show: 1) The major needs for learning the Thai
language are for purposes of everyday communication. The foreign teachers prefer to learn
the 4 skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing) at beginner level, in classroom lessons
on a short course from 60-240 hours, and with an experienced Thai native instructor who is
able to communicate in English. Furthermore, the curriculum should contain contents which
are useful, practical and related to their work and also include Thai cultural activities and field
trips. Finally, the group voiced a preference for a placement test. 2) The main motivational
considerations among the learning group are social motives and motives of self-development.
In addition, other influential factors included (respectively) the necessity to use the Thai
language, the opportunity to practice the Thai language with native speakers, work load
