The purpose of this study was to develop reading ability of Mattayomsuksa
5 students at Princess Chulabhorn’s College Chonburi by using authentic texts.

The sample of this study was 24 Mattayomsuksa 5 students at Princess
Chulabhorn’s College Chonburi, Banbung District, Chonburi Province in the second
semester of academic year 2010. The y were chosen via simple random sampling method.
The teaching experiment was carried out for 20 periods (50 minutes per period).
The experimental design was one group pretest and posttest.

The instruments used in this study were 14 lesson plans based on the authentic
texts, an achievement test of English reading ability, a teacher’s observation form and
a student self-evaluation form. The data were statically analyzed by 5 rating scale,
percentage, mean and t-test for dependent samples.

The study revealed that the students ‘English reading ability significantly
increased at the .01 level after studying through the use of the authentic texts. The data
from a teacher's observation form and a student self-evaluation form confirmed the

development of the students’ ability.

We use all our senses — sight, smell, sound, touch, and taste- when we assess the
quality of dark chocolate.

Appearance: The chocolate should be smooth, very shiny, and pure mahogany in
color.

Smell: The chocolate should not smell too sweet.

Sound: The chocolate should be crisp and make a distinct “snap” when broken in two.

Touch: Chocolate with high cacao butter content should quickly start to melt when held
in the hand — this is a good sign. In the mouth, it should melt instantly.

Taste: Chocolate contains a great variety of flavors and aromas that continue to
develop in the mouth. The basic flavors and aromas that continue are bitterness with a
hint of acidity, sweetness with a suggestion of sourness, and just a touch of saltiness to
help release the aromas of cocoa, pineapple, banana, vanilla, and cinnamon.

Tasting techniques

It is best to taste chocolate on an empty stomach. It is also best to eat it at room
temperature.

Allow the chocolate to sit in your mouth for a few moments to release its primary
flavors and aromas. Then chew it five to ten times to release the secondary aromas. Let it
rest lightly against the roof of your mouth to experience the full range of flavors. Finally,
enjoy the lingering tastes in your mouth.

Claims that chocolate are bad for you are almost certainly based on the added sugar
and vegetable fat in poor quality chocolate. Quality chocolate contains pure cacao butter
with no added fat and little sugar — in some cases hardly any. Several medical experts
have also disputed claims that chocolate causes migraines, obesity, acne, and tooth

decay.

Migraines : People have thought that cheese and chocolate cause migraines, which

can be set off by large doses of tyramine, a normal substance in the body. Chocolate,

however, contains only a very small quantity of tyramine, far less than cheese.

Obesity : Good quality dark chocolate is unlikely to be the cause of obesity because it

contains far less sugar than poor quality chocolate. Furthermore, because it is more

expensive, people are less likely to eat good quality chocolate in large quantities.

Acne: American surveys show no relationship between chocolate and acne in

teenagers. More likely causes are hormonal imbalances and a lack of fresh fruit and

vegetables in the diet.

Tooth decay : Chocolate melts in the mouth and is therefore in contact with the

teeth for a relatively short time.
