The purposes of this study were twofolds : 1. To study English
achievement of learning for gifted children through the enrichment program.

2. To study the aptitude of the gifted children on English through the
enrichment program.

The samples for this study were 20 gifted children on English in
grade 4, the first semester of academic year 2003, at Srinakarinwirot University
Prasarnmit Demonstration School (Elementary) .

The research design of this study was the one group pretest — posttest
design. The instruments were : English lesson plan through the enrichment
program. The achievement test on English through the enrichment program and
the aptitude evaluation on English subject .

The data were analyzed by using percent and t - test.

The results of this study indicated that:

1. The achievement of gifted children on English after using enrichment
program increased highly significant at .01 level.

2. The reliability of aptitude of gifted children on English after using

enrichment program increased highly significant at . 01 level
