One pepcil can
write 50,000 English words or make a line 55 kilometres
long.

People wrote with feather pens and then wused pens
with metal points. They dipped the point into ink after
every few letters, Next someone ihvented a fountain pen can
write many pages before ou have to fill it again. Then,

two Hungarian brothers, Ladislao and George Biro, invented

the ballpoint pen that we all wuse today. English pilots
liked them because the ink didn’t teak out when they used

in airplanes.

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The pﬁrpose of this study was to compare the English
reading comprehension and interest of Mathayom Suksa II
students through the method based on Murdpchl Integrated
Approach and through the method in the teacher’s manual
among students with high, average and low English ébility

The subjects were 90 Mathayom Suksa.II- students of
the 1990 academic year from. Waengnoisuksa ' School in
Khonkaen. They were stratified and vandomly selected
according to their English ability and equaﬁly assigned
into two groups : the experimental group and the control
group. The experimental group used the method based on
Murdoch Integrated Approach, whereas the control group used
the method based on the teacher's manual. The English
reading comprehension tests were given to Fhe subjects
after the treﬁtment. The data were then aﬁalyzéd by two -~
way Analysis of Variance.

The findings indicated that : 5

1. The English reading comprehension :of the two
groups were not significantly different.

2. There was significant difference in English
reading comprehension among students with high, average and
low English ability levels at the .01 level, The high group
scored significantiy higher than the low groups at the .01
level. . The average group scored significantlyi higher than
the low groups at the .01 levels. The high group and

average were not significant difference.
