Students’English reading comprehension writing ability and semantic
creativity through the instruction based on the ERICA Model and the
Teacher’s Manual.

One hundred Mathayom Suksa II students of Bunluawitthayanusorn
School, Muang District, Nakorn Ratchasima Province, during the first
semester of the 1991 academic year were randomly selected into the
experimental and control groups with 5C students in each. The non-
randomized control group pretest-posttest design was used in the
experiment.The experimental group was taught through the instruct&on
based on the ERICA Model : whereas the control group was taught through
the instruction based on the Teacher’s Manual. Each group taught with
the same content for twenty 50 minutes’periods.

The instruments used were the English reading comprehension test,
writing ability test and semantic creativity test administered by
the researcher. The score of English reading comprehension, writing
ability and semantic creativity within group comparison by the t-test
Dependent - and between groups comparison analyzed by the t-test
Difference Score.

The finding revealed that :

1. The English reading comprehension writing ability and semantic
creativity of the students was taught through the ERICA Model was grown
up significantly difference at the .01 level.

2. The English reading comprehension writing ability and semantic
creativity of the students-was taught through the Teacher's Manual was
grown up significantly difference at the .01 level.

3. The English reading comprehension writing ability and semantic
creativity of the students taught through the ERICA Model was grown
up more than the Teacher’s Manual significantly difference at the .01
