KUALA LUMPUR - Thai sprinter Ratjai Sripet, twice a bridesmaid
in the Southeast Asian Games 100 metre dash, finally has won her

first gold medal. Now she plans to marry and give up the 100 matres.
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"No more 100 metres. 1 am already old,” said the 29 - year-
old army lieutenant, who won her gold in 11.75 seconds on Tuesday.

She said on Wednesday she would run only in the relay in the
next Hames in Manila in 1991 and hang up her spikes after that.

Ratjai made her debut in the 1985 Games in Bangkok, finishing
behind tezmmate Wallapa Tanjitnusorn in the 100 metres.

The purpose of this study is to compare Matthayom Suksa
students’ English reading comprehension and attitude in reading
English through two methods One based on the pair work technique,
and the other based on the conventional method.

The subjecte were 60 Matthayom Suksa students in their first
semester of 1996 academic year of Udornpittayanugoon School in Amper
Muang, Udornthani. They were randomly selected into the experiment
and control groups by using classroom sampling. The randomized
control group pretest - posttest design was used in the experiment.
The experimental group was instructed through the method based on
the pair work technique, whereas the control group was instructed
through the method which is based on the conventional method.

Each group wasinstructed with the same content for twelve 50 minuted
periods.

An English reading ability test as well as an Attitude test
toward English reading was administered by the researcher in this
study. The scores of the reading ability and attitude tests were
statistically analyzed by t-test independent samples and t-test
dependent samples.

The results indicated that :

1. There was no significant difference between the
experimental and control group in their English reading ability.

2, The English reading ability of the experimental as well as
control group was significantly higher after the experiment than that

before



3. There was no significant difference in English reading
attitude between the experimental and control groﬁp

4, The attitude in English Reading of the experimental
group was significantly higher after than before the experiment
whereas the attitude in English Reading of the control group

was not significantly higher than before the experiment.
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
