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A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF MATHAYOM SUKSA Il STUDENTS' ENGLISH
READING-WRITING ABILITY AND ACHIEVEMENT MOTIVE IN
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TEACHER'S MANUAL
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The purpose of this study was to compare the English reading and writing
ability of Mathayom Suksa Il students through the instruction based on the
Genre-based Approach and the Teacher's Manual among the students
with high, average, and low achievement motive in English language
learning levels. '

The subjects were 78 Mathayom Suksa III studenis of 19985 academic
year from Thapthan Anusom School in Uthaithanee. The subjects were divided
into the experimental group taught through the Genre-based Approach and the
control group taught through the Teacher's Manual Instuction.The 3x2 factorial
design was used in this study. The data were processed by Two-Way ANOVA
analysis.

The ipstruments were the English Reading and Writing Ability Test
that given after the treatment. And the achievement motive questionnaires in
English languge lcarning was given before the treatment to divide the
subjects into high, average, and low achievement motive in English language
leaming levels.

The results of this study indicated that :

1.The English reading and writing ability of the two groups
were significantly different at the .01 level.

2.There were significant differences in English reading and
writing ability among students with high, average, and low achievement
motive in English language learning at the .01 levels.

3.There was interaction effect on the students’ English
reading and writing ability at the .05 level.
