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A COMPARISON OF LISTENING, SPEAKING ABILITY IN LEARNING ENGLISH

The purpose of this study was to compare listening-speaking
ability in learning English and discipline in the classroom of
Mattayom Suksa two through the instructional method based on Genre-
Based approach and on the teacher’s manual.

The 60 subjects were randomly selected from Mattayom Suksa
2 gtudents in the first semester of 1995 academic year of The
Demonstration School, of Srinakharinwirot University, Patumwan,
Bangkok. The sample was simply randomized and devided into the
fxperimental and control groups with thirty students in each.

The randomized control group pretest - posttest design used in the
experiment. The experimental groups was taught through the
instructional method based of Genre-hased approach; whereas the
control group was taught through the method in the teacher’s manual.
Each group was taught with the same content for sixfeen 50 minutes’
periods.

The instruments used in the study were English listening,
speaking ability tests and discipline test. The data was
statistically analysed by t-test difference score.

The findings of the study indicated :

1. The English listening-speaking ability between the
experimental and control groups was significantly different at
the .05 level.

2. The discipline in the classroom in learning English
between the experimental and control groups was significantly

diffirent at the .01 tlevel.
