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The purposes of this study were to find the total number of the
general Engligh vocabulary not occurring in the Englash textbooks on
the upper primary, early secondary, and upper secondary school level;
to study the frequency of occurrences of the vocabulary; to evaluate
the usefulness of the new words by comparaing them with words lasted

in A General Service last of Englash Words by Michael West; to gtudy

the prefixes and suffixes occurring in the new vocabulary, and, also,
to find the proportion between the new general English vocabulary and

the technical Englash vocabulary in The Science of Bioclogy by Paul

B. Weisz.

The results of this study were as follows: There were 3,542
general Engliash words not occurring in the English textbooks on the
upper primary, early secondary, and upper secondary school level.

The frequency of occurrence of these words was : 2,509 words or

70.84% occurring from 1 ~ 5 times; 418 words or 11.&;% occurring
from 6 ~ 10 tames; 179 words or 5.06% occurring from 11 = 15 times;
8 words or 2.37% occuwrring from 16 = 20 times; 84 words or 2,37%
occurring from 21 ~ 25 times; 53 words or 1.50% occurring from 26 -
30 times; and 215 words or 6.07% occurring more than 30 times. Of the
total new general English words, only 561 words or 15.8:% were listed
ags ugeful for the learners of Englash as a forign language.
