They believed it was flat. But after Columbus sailed around part
of the earth in 1492, people's belief changed. We were wrong,"
they saide. "The earth is round."

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The purpose of this study was to compare Mathayom Suksa ITI
students' reading comprehension and motivation through the method
based on the Communicative Approach and through the method in the
teacher's manual,

The sample used in this study was 60 Mathayom Suksa IIT
students of Wat Bangkaphom School, Amphur Amphawa, Samutsongkram
Province, during the Second semester of the 1987 academic year.

This sample was assigned by cluster Randomized Sampling Technique into
the experimental and control groups with 30 students in each. The
randomized control Group pretest - posttest design was used in the
experiment. The experimental group was taught through the method
based on the Communicative approach; whereas the control group was
taught through the method in the Teacher's Manual. Each group was
taught with the same content and the same level of difficulty of
vocabulary items and structure for twelve 50 minutes' periods.

The reading comprehension test and the reading motivation
test administered by the reseacher were used in the study. The scores
of reading comprehension and motivation were statistically analysed
by the t-test different score.

The findings revealed that :

1. The Fnglish reading comprehension between the experimental
and control groups was not significantly different.

2., The Znglish reading motivation between the experimental and

control groups was not significantly different.
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
