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ABSTRACT

The aim of this study was to find the rate of exclusive 6-month breastfeeding of hospital
personnel. The subjects were 1,163 pregnant women who delivered at HRH Princess Maha
Chakri Sririndhorn medical center in Nakhon Nayok province since 2009 to 2010. Data of
exclusive breastfeeding were collected via telephone follow-up on postpartum 6 months of age.
It was found that on postpartum 6 month, the hospital personnel's exclusive breastfeeding rate
was 33.87. The other postpartum women'’s exclusive breastfeeding was 7.36. The correlation
between 6-month exclusive breastfeeding and hospital personnel was statistically significant, p
< 0.001. The rate of exclusive 6-month breastfeeding of hospital personnel was about 5 times

more than the rate of ordinary postpartum women.
