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Nearly everything in the modern world is helped or
controlled by computers.

A computer may be large or small depending on how many
jobs it does and classified in two ways according to the way they
work.

Changes in the way of life in the country’s commercial
centres are beginning to offer promising prospects for a new
industry here - fast - food. The market for international chains
is still limited, but it is growing steadily day by day.

] When the pace of living was slower and work schedules were
not so pressing, it was possible for people to spend a lot of time
preparing elaborate meals. Now, the time available for the
preparation of meals has become limited. People still put a lot
of time into preparing meals for special occasions, but these

10 events are relatively few. More and more people are content to
eat snacks prepared at home or bought from food shops. The result
has been a growth in the fast - food business here. Similarly,
fast - food first became popular in the United Stateg when rapid
industrial growth was occurring and Americans were spending more

15 time at work and less time at home.
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In Thailand, some fast - food businesses have succeeded
while others have failed. There are great risks involved in this
type of business, including high operating costs and stiff
competition from the many cheap curry and noodle shops in Bangkok.,
Some fast - food businesses here are franchises of American
companies and use authentic American recipes. Among these are
Dunkin Donut, Mr.Donut, Pizza Hut and Foremost. Other fast - food
businesses are of local origin, such as air - conditioned "coffee
shops" which sell hamburgers, pizza, ice cream, and soft - drinks.
Some local entrepreneurs have successfully imitated the American
food chains in department stores and amusement parks. Other
swall - time venders sell hot dogs, hamburgers, potato chips,

and drinks in front of cinemas and shops.
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Local fast - food shops are giving the foreign chains a lot
30 of competition since their foods are often cheaper. However,
their quality and service may be poorer than that in franchise
shops.

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The purpose of this study was to compare the middle level
dramatic arts students’ English reading comprehension through
communicative and conventional methods. Forty students in the second
class of the middle level at Lopburi Dramatic Arts College were
randoaly selected into two groups, twenty each. The experimental
group studied reading through the communicative method whereas the
control group did this through the conventional method. Each group
was taught within sixteen 50 minute periods. The standard reading
comprehension test constructed by the researcher was administered
before and after the experiment. The t-test dependent and independent
samples were used for data analysis.

The findings revealed the following results :

1. The English reading comprehension between the experimental
and control group, after the experiment, were significantly different
at .05

2. The English reading comprehension of the control group,
after the experiment, was significantly higher at .05

3. The English reading comprehension of the experimental

group, after the experiment, was significantly higher at .05
