The purpose of research was to study the relationship between some factors and English
reading comprehension and to study the score weight of some factors that contributed to English reading
comprehension. The sample were 554 Mattayom Suksa | Students in Bangkok province, at academic
year 2000, were selected by two — stage random sampling . The research instrument composed of
Structure Test , Vocabulary Test , Concept Test , Self — Confidence Test , Attitude to English Reading
Test and English Reading Comprehension Test.

The result showed that multiple correlation coefficient between some factors about Structure,
Vocabulary, Concept , Self — Confidence , Attitude to English Reading Test and English Reading
Comprehension was .414 at .01 level statistical significant. The score weight of Structure Test ,
Vocabulary Test , Concept Test , Seif — Confidence Test , Attitude to English Reading Test were .008

to .180 and contributed to English Reading Comprehension at .01 level statistical significant.
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
