The purpose of this study was to compare Mathayom Suksa IIl students’
reading comprehension and interest in learning English through the instruction based on
genre-based approach using newspapers and the teacher’'s manual.

The samples of this study were 2 classrooms of Mathayom Suksa it students in
the first semester of the 1999 academic year of Sacred Heart Convent School,
Klongtoey, Bangkok. They were selected by using simple random sampling and
devided into the experimental and control groups, with 40 students in each. The
experimental group was taught through the instruction based on genre-based approach
using newspapers ; whereas the control group was taught through the instruction based
on the teacher's manual.

The randomized control-group pretest-posttest desi
experiment. Each group was taught with the same content for twenty 50 — minute
periods.

The instruments used in this study were English comprehension test, and
questionnaires on interest in learning English. The data were statistically analysed by t-
test for Independent Samples and t-test for Dependent Samples.

The results of this study indicatied that :

1. The English reading comprehension between the experimental and control
Groups was significantly different at the .01 level. |

2. The Interest in learning English, between the experimental and control

Groups, was significantly different at the .01 level.



3. The English reading comprehension of the experimental and control
Groups, between the pre and the post experimentation, was significantly different at the
.01 level.

4. The English reading interest of the experimental and control groups,

Between the pre and the post experimentation, was significantly different at the .01 level.

Pitsanu spends about 100 baht a
month to buy books and station-
erv. using money from the abbot.

Pitsanu, whose father left the

family when he was only 12 days
old and has never rcturned. said
he is determined to study and

work hard to secure a good fu-
ture and make enough monev to
cet proper medical treatment for
his mother.

Unlike other students at the
school who have time to play
football or basketball after school.
Pitsanu has to eo straight to the
abbot’s living quarters to help
clean the rooms and run errands
for the monks. In this way, he
eams small tips to spend on note-
books and stationery.

Teacher Prasert Thongprasom
commented that Pitsanu was the
most diligent and polite child in
his class. He always helps his
friends when they have difficul-
ues in understanding a subject.
fiis selflessness prompted his
classmates to vote him head of the
class. Pitsanu is a rather quiet boy
whose world is almost entirely
restricted to the temple, the
school and his mother’s home in
Sawaeng Ha district. but he learns
alot from rcading newspapers and

walching television, said Mr.
Prasert.

of animals?

AS we move about from

place to place, we may feel °

changes in the temperature
around us, but we don’t expect
the temperature of our body it-
self to change. And it doesn’t.
We are classified as  “homeo-
thermic”. All warm-blooded
animals, all mammals, domes-
tic animals, and birds are also
included in this category.

But there are animals whose
body temperature does change
with the temperature around
them. They are called “poikilo-
thermic”, and they include in-
sects, snakes, lizards, tortoises,
- frogs, and fish. Their temperature
tends to be slightly lower than the
temperature of their environment.
