The purpose of this study was to find out if the
use of interactive activities“could create a different in
the Mathayomsuka 2 students® learning achievement and
interest.

The subjects were used 80 Mathayomsuka 2 students in
Manchasuksa School, Manchakhiri District, Khon Kaen
Province, during the second semester of the 1988 acadimic
year. Those subjects were randomly assigned into one
experiment and one control group each with 40 students.

The experiment group was taught with the use of interactive
activities while the control group did not recieve this
treatment. Each group had to study the same content for 3z
period (1 period : S0 minutes). The Randomized Control
Group Pretest-Posttest Design was used in this research.
The ressarch instruments were the English achievement test
(reliability = .90) and the students interest was measured
by a test in the students’ attitude in English (reliability
= .88) and the students’ behavior observation chart
(realivility = .88). The t-test was used in the analysis.
The results were as follow : This was a .01
significantly different in the achievement of students in
the experimental and the control group. The difference in
students’ attitude and learning behavior between the two

groups were significantly different.
