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The purpose of this study was to compare Mathayom Suksa II
students’' English reading comprehension and interest in English
reading through the method using scaffolding technique and the
method based on the teacher’'s manual.

The subjects were 60 Mathayom Suksa II students in the
first semester of 1992 academic year of Hadammara Aksornlakwittaya
School, Amphur Maung, Samuthprakarn. They were randomly selected into
the experimental and control groups by using simple random sampling.
The randomized control group pretest-posttest design was used in the
experiment. The experimental group was instructed through the method
using scaffolding technique; whereas the control group was instructed
through the method based on the teacher’s manual. Each group was
instructed with the same content for sixteen 50 minutes periods.

The English reading comprehension test and the Interest test
toward English reading administered by the researcher were used in the
study. The scores of the reading comprehension and interest tests
were statistically analyzed by the t-test Independent Samples.

The results indicated that:

1. The English reading comprehension between the experimental
and control groups was significantly different at the .05 level.

2. The interest in English reading between the experimental

and control groups was significantly different at the .05 level,
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
