The purpose of this study was to develop Prathomsuksa Five Students ' reading
abilities by using authentic texts.

The samples of this study were 27 students from Grade 5 of Bilingual Program
at Thewphaingarm school , Bangplad , Bangkok in the first semester of the 2004 academic
year. They were divided by using Simple random sampling into two groups ; the
experimental group and the control group with 14 and 13 students respectively. The
experimental group was taught through authentic texts whereas the control group was
taught through the School Reading Texts. Each group was taught for twenty
50 - minute periods.

The instruments used in this study were the pretest — posttest, the lesson plans ,
the English reading ability test and questionnaires on reading Engiish. The data were
statistically analyzed by t - test for independent samples and t - test for dependent
samples.

The results of this study indicated that :

1. The students’ abilities in reading English of the experimental group after
using authentic texts were significantly increased at the level of .01.

2. The students 'abilities in reading English of the experimental group after
using authentic texts were significantly higher than those of the control group at the level

of .01.
